All the candidates, except those belonging to the diplomatic corps of their respective countries, which are exempt from examination, should take an examination at the Embassy of Spain before April 16, 2011.
First:
Candidates:
a) Members of foreign Diplomatic Services, which should attach a verbal note to the Embassy of Spain from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

b) Doctors and Graduates, Spanish or foreign, whose great point average is over 7 out of 10 or equivalent.

Second:

2.1. Candidates need to have acquired the necessary status or the degree before September 30, 2011.
2.2. Foreign applicants whose official language is not Spanish must demonstrate an adequate command of Spanish language by holding the intermediate Diploma of Spanish as a Foreign Language (DELE) or by taking tests and interviews conducted for this purpose, to be carried out before April 20 at the Embassies and General Consulates of Spain.
Third:
Diplomatic School will examine and assess the information and documentation sent by the candidates.
The Diplomatic School will assess applications of candidates belonging to category (a), admitting candidates that present the best profiles in accordance with equitable geographical distribution. And regarding the applicants belonging to category (b), the selection is made on the basis of academic records submitted and the results obtained from the admission test.
Forth:

4.1. Applicants with Spanish nationality, who have been selected, may request the granting of a scholarship in the terms and conditions established for that purpose by the call for Scholarships fot the Master Interuniversitario en Diplomacia y Relaciones Internacionales convened by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
4.2. Foreign applicants may also apply for a fellowship under the terms and conditions established in the general announcement for AECID-MAEC Scholarship to pursue studies in Spain during the academic year 2012-2013. 
Scholarship applications shall comply with the terms of the announcement, which will be available on the Internet www.becasmae.es.
4.3. The administrative procedures to participate in the selection process of students of the Master differ from the procedure to request assistance grant. Consequently, all applicants to take the Master Interuniversitario en Diplomacia y Relaciones Internacionales must apply at the Diplomatic School, as set out in the sixth clause, and within the deadlines.

4.3.1. Spanish students aspiring to get a grant to support the study of the Master, must submit the documentation established at the announcement and corresponding basis in the Diplomatic School.

4.3.2. Foreign students applying for AECI-MAEC Scholarship must submit the documentation following instructions and in accordance to the terms established by the announcement of the Spanish International Cooperation Agency.

Fifth:

5.1. Documents to be submitted before January 31, 2011:

- The form published on the website of the Diplomatic School (www.maec.es).

- One passport size photograph, adhered to the application form. 
- Certified photocopies of your passport or national identity document.

- Original or certified copy of the advanced university degree or equivalent and relevant. Academic Certification, which reflect a great point average of over 7 out of 10.These two documents must be officially translated, if the original language is not Spanish.

- A curriculum vitae in Spanish indicating academic or professional activities developed, together with any documents or certificates which prove them.

Certification of photocopies can be done by submitting original documents and its photocopies to the Registry of the Diplomatic School or to the Embassies and General Consulates of Spain.

5.2. Subsequently, the candidates accepted should submit the following additional documents before the start date of the Master:

- Confirmation of their participation in the Master

- The university degree or equivalent and the corresponding transcript

5.3. Failure to submit the documentation required above in due time, will lead to the exclusion of the candidate.

Sixth:
Applications for admission shall fulfill the following requirements:

6.1. The form published on the web of the Diplomatic School, and submitted before January 31, 2012.
6.2. Those belonging to category (a) will be presented by the respective Ministries of Foreign Affairs by verbal note to the Embassy and General Consulates of Spain.

6.3. Those corresponding to category (b) should be addressed to the Secretary of the Diplomatic School, Embassies and General Consulates of Spain.
Seventh:
The list of candidates who in the opinion of the Diplomatic meet the conditions required to take part in the admission test, will be published both on the bulletin board of the School as in the Embassies and Consulates General of Spain.
The date and time of holding the admission test will be published on the website of the Diplomatic School with a minimum of fifteen calendar days.
Eighth:

8.1. The admission test will be oriented to establish that the applicant has the skills and knowledge necessary to follow the classes of  the Master Interuniversitario en Diplomacia y Relaciones Internacionales.
8.2. The admission test will be held before April 16, 2011 at the headquarters of the Diplomatic School and at each of the Embassies and Consulates of Spain where applications were submitted.

8.3. The admission test will consist of a written exercise in which each candidate
shall decide between two topics and write about the selected topic in Spanish and within a maximum of two hours. The test will cover political, economic, legal, social and / or cultural aspects of international news. This exercise will assess the rigor of approach, clarity of presentation, subject knowledge, the ability to synthesize and knowledge of culture that the candidate shows. There is no list of topics for the preparation of this test.
Nineth:

Embassies and Consulates of Spain in which admissions tests have taken place will forward them in diplomatic bag to the Ambassador-Director of the Diplomatic School in Madrid.

Tenth:

The list of admitted candidates will be announced before May 31, 2012 at the bulletin board and at the website of the Centre, as well as those of the Embassies and General Consulates of Spain that had held tests.
Eleventh:

Exceptionally, in terms of bilateral agreements signed by national or foreign institutions and the Diplomatic School, the School Committee may agree to waive or defer the implementation of some of the rules above.
Twelveth:

12.1. The Master program is free of charge and subject to the fees for the issuance of the title. It will last for one academic year (October 2012 to June 2013 inclusive).
12.2. Throughout the month of November 2012, students must indicate to the Diplomatic School the specialization module which they wish to pursue.

12.3. The Master program includes classes in English and French and, where applicable, German, Arabic, Chinese and Russian.

12.4. Students will prepare a report during the course, whose minimum size and filing date will be determined by the Director of the School.

Thirtheenth:

Spanish students who have passed the Master, can apply for scholarships to pursue an internship at Embassies, Permanent Missions and General Consulates of Spain and abroad.
